to Sucre, Bolivia with a Pastoral Team of 6 and 23 university students from
Lewis, Benedictine, St. Francis, College of DuPage and Elmhurst College plus
5 professors from the University of Lewis, St. Francis and Benedictine. The
Guest Lecture program was started three years ago and they will be offering
workshops to professors who teach at the University of San Francisco Xavier.

The students will be giving two weeks of their time to work with the poorest of
the poor in the barrios, orphanages and clinics of Sucre. | am once again
making an appeal to help these students meet the $2,200 cost of the trip. We
are still required to obtain a visa to enter Bolivia and a shot for yellow fever
($100+). We applied for a waiver of the visa but were only able to obtain a
slight reduction in the cost. The students are busy raising funds by speaking at
parishes, faculty/student basketball games, selling free trade items of candy,
coffee and tea, 50-50 raffles, selling T-shirts, etc. If you are able to make a
small contribution to assist these students, it would be gratefully received. In
order to obtain a tax deduction, checks should be made payable to the Dio-
cese of Joliet - University Mission Trip and mailed to Natalie Bayci, 2555 Har-
bor Drive, Joliet, IL 60431.
